
The faculty and staff at Klein Oak are embracing the changes 
in our building and awaiting your children�s return to our 
campus. This year, we are projected to have 3483 students, 

which is an increase of approximately 300 students. Because of this 
growth, we have been given 16 additional staf�ng positions and 
three new temporary buildings that will house 6 classrooms.  We are 
anxiously waiting for construction on the new wing, which will begin 
this semester and should be ready to open by the fall of 2010. 
We are making this a wing for our 9th grade students so that all of 

their core classes will be housed in one location.

	 Our faculty and staff will continue to focus on academic success. This year, we are 
putting many measures in place to improve student performance in the classroom and on 
standardized testing.  The �rst is our Student Advisory Periods, which will meet weekly 
and discuss such topics as organization, study skills, note taking strategies, and budgeting.  
Teachers of these periods will serve as mentors for their students, and we will have 
teambuilding activities and competitions among the classes.  This period will also provide 
another adult on campus who will connect with your child and help monitor his/her progress. 
You should have received a copy of the new bell schedule in the mail.

	 Laptops will also be provided to each of our students so that technology can be used to 
enhance instructional objectives. For the past several months, teachers have been learning how 
to incorporate innovative lessons using this tool, and we are excited about the possibilities.  
Students will be issued their laptops the week of September 8th, and we will hold a camp that 
week where time will be taken out of various periods to review the functions, procedures, 
and rules concerning the computers.  If your child will require more instruction on the use of 
the laptop, we will hold some review sessions after school or on Saturdays to insure they are 
provided with all of the help they need.

	 We will be offering more tutorials in core academic subjects at various times. These 
tutorials will be structured and target clear objectives. Each time one of our students attends, 
has good behavior, and participates in these tutorials, they will be given a raf�e ticket.  In 
April, we will hold the raf�e where students who have attended more of the tutorials have 
better odds of winning gift certi�cates worth hundreds of dollars.  

	 Last year, our students developed and voted on a school motto. You will see it displayed on 	
newsletters and other information that we send home.  Our students have such great ideas, 
and this is their school, so we wanted them to have a say in our motto for the 2008-2009 
school year. The motto they chose was �There�s Pride and Then There�s Panther Pride.�
 
	 We have already seen many groups around campus practicing and preparing for their fall 
seasons. As always, I am impressed by their hard work and dedication and want to thank 
these students for their commitment. Please remind your children that being involved in a

Juniors and seniors at Klein Oak High School will get a 
chilling taste of reality on September 24 – 25 as the campus, 
in conjunction with law enforcement and emergency 

ofýcials, will present the Shattered Dreams program.
	 The program, which is organized and presented across the 
state by the Texas Alcoholic Beverage Commission (TABC) 
and locally by Ben Taub General Hospital, Trauma Service 
Department, is a reminder about the dangers of drinking and 
driving.
	 Shattered Dreams will begin with a staged alcohol-related 	
automobile accident in front of the high school in which student 
volunteers play roles of drivers of the cars as well as accident 
victims.  Following the crash an announcement will be made 
over the school’s public address system informing all students of 
a serious accident in front of the campus.  Law enforcement and 
EMS personnel will arrive on the scene to assist the injured in the 
crash.  Some students will even be transported via ambulance to 
Ben Taub Hospital while those students playing the role of the 
deceased will be transported via a funeral coach.
	 The Grim Reaper will pull students out of class every 15 
minutes throughout the day.  Someone in Texas is killed or 
injured every 15 minutes as a result of drunk driving.  Another 
group of students will depart the school in the afternoon to spend 
the night at Ben Taub Hospital to witness ýrst-hand the dangers 
of drunk driving.
	 A campus-wide assembly for upperclassmen will be held 
on September 25 that will allow all students to hear accounts 
from those who spent the night at the hospital, member of law 
enforcement and emergency services as well as information from 
TABC and hospital ofýcials.
	 The Shattered Dreams program is being presented at an 
important time in students’ lives as Klein Oak High School 
Homecoming is October 11th.

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The Klein Independent School District has a deep concern 
for the safety and security of its students and employees.  
To address these concerns video cameras have been 

installed, random parking lot drug searches before and during 
the school day have been implemented, human-canine teams 
make regular visits to the campus, and each high school campus 
has full time police of�cers and a parking lot monitor on duty 
during the school day.
	
	 An additional procedure has been implemented to further 
secure the high school and intermediate campuses.  All high 
schools and intermediates have been provided with hand held 
metal detectors, which will be used solely on a random basis. 
Students in randomly selected classrooms and/or buses will 
be scanned using the hand held metal detectors. Should there 
be an alert, students will be asked to cooperate in determining 
the cause of the alert. If requested, this may be done in an area 
other than the classroom. Walk through metal detectors may be 
used on some campuses in a similar manner.
	
	 The purpose of implementing these new security measures 
is to prevent any student from bringing guns or any illegal 
weapons into the school building. Zero tolerance of guns and 
illegal weapons means that the KISD will not accept excuses. 
Therefore, those who possess these objects will be arrested.  
Your cooperation and support are greatly appreciated.
